Esophageal foreign body is not uncommon
problem among the esophageal disease and
it is cured by removal of foreign body un-
der the esophagoscopy in the most case.

But it can cause esophageal perforation, pe-
riesophageal abscess, mediastinitis, pneumo-
thorax, pyothorax, lung abscess and subcutan-
eous emphysema, and then may threat the
life if early diagnosis and prompt manage-
ment is not carried out.

Esophageal perforation can be developed by
sharp pieces of metal, bone or long term lo-
dgement of foreign bodies in the esophagus.

The authors have experienced the patient
with periesophageal abscess after drawingout
the sharp fish bone, and achived the good
result by drainage via cervical mediastinoto-
my with continuous irrigation.
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A Case of the Laryngeal Papilloma

It is well known that laryngeal papilloma

is histopathological benign, but clinically one
of the most troublesome disease in otolaryn-
gologic department, usually seen in child age.

Since Cleesmann reported papilloma of the
vocal cord, 1817 first, the etiology had not
been known exactly.

The symptoms in children are dyspnea, dy-
sphonia due to recurrence, and papilloma in
adult can change into neoplasm.

The papilloma is thought as real neoplas-
tic lesion and there is not effective treatment,
using now repeated removal and combined
therapy.

This report is based on the typical findings
and progress of one case of laryngeal papillo-
ma observed for the past 13 years with repea-
ted removal and topical application of 5 —Fu
at our department.
