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trolled rises and falls in vocal pitch due to
poor coordination of the laryngeal muscula-
ture associated with general bodily growth.

The male voice drops about 10 semitones
after mutation period but the female voice
drops about 2 semitones,

Symptoms of abnormal voice mutation are
many variations in the voice, Sometimes the
voice is a true falsetto, high and thin, The
author experienced two male cases of pro-
longed mutation difficulty treated by pres-
sure method.

The result were excellent with simple ma-
neuver,

The author reported the result of treat-
ment for two cases and reviewed the litera-
tures.

Clinical Study on Laryngo— Microscopic
Surgery For Vocal Nodules and Polyps

Vocal nodules and polyps are much more
frequent in singers, public speakers,teachers
and actors, Voice trauma and voice misuse,
at times associated with mild inflammatory
reaction, appear to be important in their etio-
logy. It is generally agreed that vocal cord
nodules and polyps are inflammatory in na-
ture and they arise in the subepithelial la-
yer of loose connective tissue of the vocal
cord. Since the junction of anterior and mi-

ddle thirds of the cord and
has the greatest amplitude of vibration.

membranous

This is the site of predilection for vocal
cord nodules.

The author performed laryngomicrosurgery
for 70 cases of vocal nodules and polyps at
Ewha Womans University Hospital during
the period of 5 years.
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The result obtained were as follows ;

1) Surgical excision is not necessarily the
best approach because vocal nodules in the
early stages will resolve with the simplest
voice therapy.

2) In children, surgery is rarely indicated
because most nodules in children regress du-
ring adolescence.

3) For patients who use their voices pro-
fessionally, voice therapy is indicated for th-
ree months.

4) If after three month of conservative tr-
eatment the cord lesion
and the patient it still dissatisfied with his
voice, laryngomicrosurgery can then be con-
sidered.

5) The small cuffed endotracheal tube in
the interarytenoid space helps to keep the
cords immobile and in an abducted position.

6) Removal of the nodule shoule be star-
ted by gentle retraction posteriorly and as
soon as a tear appears anterior to the no-
dule.

7) On occasion it is preferable to start the
dissection with a siccle knife while the no-
dule is held on the stretch,

8) Voice rest should be maintained for a
week following which the free edges of the
cords are usually healed.

Acute Epiglottitis in Adults

Acute epiglottitis is one of the common
conditions of upper airway obstructions in
children. The clinical course is not only
fulminant but possibly fatal, resulting from
massive swelling of supraglottic structures

especially epiglottis caused by Hemophilus



influenzae, This is so because early reco-
gnition and careful airway management is
always desired.

Numerous reports in the literature reveals
that a majority of cases occurs mainly in
young children under six years of age, ho-
wever, recent reports of acute epiglottitis in
adult is increasing,

We present a series of acute epiglottitis in
adult and a review of the literature. We
also discuss the differences between acute
epiglottitis in adult and in children in ter-
ms of clinical course, causative  organism,
management and the results of treatment.

A Case of Diphtheria Involving Nasal Cavity,
