time, and the histology presents a spectrum from benign, the most common, to infrequent malignant sar-
coma. This reports deals with a case of rare malignant form of cystosarcoma phyliodes which was dia-
gnosed by fine needle aspiration cytology.

This 37-year-old unmarried woman presented with adult fist sized mass on her left upper breast. She
noticed thumb-sized mass 6 months ago and which had grown gradully. Another hard mass measuring 2
cm in diameter was noticed in her left medial breast, one month ago. Fine needle aspiration cytology of
the larger mass resembled that of fibroadenoma with the many sheets of benign appearing epithelial cells,
and fragments of stromal cells. But the fragments of stroma which were found alone or juxtaposition with
the epithelial cell sheets, were much more cellular and pleomorphic. The cells showed elongated and ill-de-
fined cytoplasm, vairation in nuclear size and shape and hyperchromatism. And the background showed
many atypical naked nuclei of variable size. With the presence of many sheets on benign ductal epithelial
cells, it was possible to differentiate this case from stromal sarcoma.

On gross examination, the tumor measured 13x 10x 6 cm, and was well demarcated, lobulated and firm.
The cut surface was grayish homogeneous and showed cleft-like spaces. Another small hard mass was
found juxtaposition with the main tumor. This is the case of composite tumor of malignant cystosarcoma

phyllodes in larger mass, and infiltrating ductal carcinoma in smaller one on microscopic examination.
