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ABSTRCT
In this thesis. we perform the expenment of speaker
recognition by identifying vowels in the pronounciation of

each speaker. In detail, we extract the vowels from the

pronounciation of each speuker first.  From it, we check the
frequency energy of 28 channels, After changing these imo
fuzzy values, we employ the fozzy inference to recognize the
speaker by text-dependent and text-independent methods.

For this experiment, an algorithm of exmracting vowels is
developed, and newly introduced parameter is the [requency
energy of the 28 channels computed from the extracted
vowels, It shows the features of each speskers better than
existing paramelers,  The wdvanced yoint of this parameter ix
te use the reference pattern only without the iwip of any
codebook.
