A Korean surgical team composed of 4 oral surgeons and 1 anesthesiologist was dispatched to Song-
Be, Vietnam for clefk lip and/or palate charity operations for one week in December, 1996. 1t was second

We operated on 16 cleft patients. More than chree times of that number wanted to get surgery but we
selected the patient following the age sequence. Six cases of cleft lip, nine cases of cleft palate and one case
of velopharyngeal insufficiency were operated. Among team a 38-year old female with a primary deft lip
was included.

As well as the operation, we have donated major surgical equipment to Song-Be General Hospital and
wrained the oral surgeons there about surgery and care for the cleft patients.
