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Lee, Sang-Hyuk(1810 - ?) indicated that Cha-Geun-Bang is the
word which translated algebra. In the second volume of his book
”Cha—Geun—Bang—Mong—Gu”, the chapter Che-Lyu provided the list of
questions which could be expressed by the equation with one unknown
variable and explained the solution for them. All of these equations have
terms on both sides of equality sign, become equation of 2nd, 3rd or 4th
degree after representation and has solution of natural number mostly.
The explanation of each question describes the procedure to make the
equation in detail, but only presents the solution with few step to solve.
