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For last 50 years, the cultural and scientific exchange between South
Korea and North Korea has been blocked. Insufficient informations and
knowledges on the ecosystem of North Korea resulted in scientific gap in terms
of terminology and methodology, as well as ecosystem management of Korean
peninsula. Present study reviewed the institutional regimes and scientific
activities on ecosystem conservation in North Korea. Different materials
published previously were mostly collected and synthesized. Finally urgent tasks
for constructive cooperation on ecosystem conservation of Korean peninsula are
proposed: (1) set-up  bilaterally the Committee on Korea Ecosystem
Conservation, (2) establishment of information network system composed of
regional and local information centre, and (3) development of capacity building
system for nature conservation using flagship species.
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
