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Domestic Issue on the Liability
of Nuclear Power Plant’s Supplier
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ABSTRACT

This paper reviews the historical background and progress of establishment of the
Nuclear Damage Compensation Act in our country, and describes the general theory
relevant to the nuclear liability system. The major subjects of the general theory of
this svstem consist of the following principles in general : @ strict liability for the part
of nuclear utility ; ® channelling of liability which means the whole liability is
concentrated on the utility ; ©limit of the recourse right ; @ limit of immunity ; ®
enforcement of financial protection ; @ governmental indemnification. With the
Chernoby! nuclear accident as a turning-point, the international society is making a new
attempt at the nuclear liability system. In relation to the domestic issue on the liability
of nuclear power plant’s supplier, we checked lawsuit of third party and correspondent

options.
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
