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Abstract
The US and Switzerland enforced a new nuclear cooperation agreement
in June 1998. After extended negotiation for the new nuclear cooperation
agreement, Switzerland accomplished to get the advance, long-term consent
approach, not to allow the US’s prior consent right on the spent fuel used
in the US-origin reactors, and to specify conditions for the suspension of
advance, long-term consent. This paper analyzes the contents and
