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Teaching listening and reading

through the awareness of pronunciation

Abstract

This article discusses the teaching of listening and
reading skills through enhancing the awareness of
pronunciation. First, it examines the problems which
take place in listening comprehension, and seeks the
ways in which we can teach the skill rather than
simply practise it. The approaches proposed are
based on micro-listening exercises which practise
individual subskills of listening, especially by using
the cloze test and tracking. The issue of using
authentic materials is then examined for teaching
recognition of the features of natural speech. Finally,
it is argued that classroom activities need to take
account of the true nature of real-life L2 listening.
