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Development scheme of rural villages considering tourists” stay pattern
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Abstract

This study aims to suggest a rural village development policy considering tourists’
stay pattern and villages’ resources which can be infrastructure for green-tourism. For
this purpose, a relationship table between amenity resources and the stay pattern was
developed as a guide line to combine a set of several facilities for village renewal. The
amenity resources system was classified into three sub-classes(social, industrial, and
natural/cultural/historical resources) and a relationship diagram between three classes
and tourists’ behavior was also defined. The table and diagram can be applied to
make renewal plan for rural villages.
