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An Analysis of Interior Design Guidelines
for User-Centered Common Space
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Abstract

Apartment, which have become the major housing style in Korea, have contributed to the development of housing culture as
well as achieved a growth in volume. However, the demands and characteristics of residents have not been reflected in the
apartment, because it has been developed only for a growth in volume. In this society, housing unit was the first consideration
rather than common space. Therefore, a required resident-centered common space is the domestic housing market’s necessity.
Under this circumstance, this study investigated previous studies on interior design guidelines for common space were analyzed
using Murtha and Lee's user benefit criteria which emphasizes humanity. In-depth content analysis was employed in this study.
The result showed that four categories of the model were related toward more user-centered residential environment-

behavioral facilitation, physiological maintenance, perceptual maintenance, and social facilitation.
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
