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Abstract

This study aims to analyze the current situation of irrigated facilities and suggest their improvement
measures in island areas. The number of Korea’s islands is 3,170 in total, but 84.5% of them aré
deserts. The irrigated facilities are: 865 of reservoir with 20,415.5ha of benefitted area, 183 of pumping
stations with 10,825.0ha, 147 of Weir with 1,700.5ha, 191 of Infiltration Gallery with 668.4ha, and 1,170
of tube wells with 3,429.7ha. In order to improve island irrigated facilities, there need upgrade of
capacity against drought, exemption from applying economy criteria in selecting project areas,
establishment of water management system facilitating farmers’ participation and cooperation, and

investment of R&D for diversifying water sources.
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
