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The modern Korean society are promptly changing
itself into the new style of life by resolutely
abandoning the old way of life in order to
participate the globalization in all the fields. Even
if the way of life and formal life pattem are
changed, our mental position and identity should
be determined without any fluctuation. As for the
today's fashion, this proposition and justice cannot
be an exception, of course. Along with the above
coherence, the Korean monochrome paintings in
1970s which showed the unique Korean expression
and identity though they were influenced by the
western fine arts shows these modem artistic
demands. The purpose of this study is to re-
cognize the conception of the monochrome painting
through the general consideration about the
background of the fine art history of the mono-
chrome paintings, and furthermore to project the
aesthetic characteristics of the monochrome pain-
tings in the fashion design by marking an appli-
cation in the modern fashion after studying the
characteristics which are shown in the Korean
monochrome paintings in 1970s while examining
them which clearly express the Korean identity.

The result of this study can be summarized as
follows.

First, the result of the examination of the theo-
retical background of the monochrome was influe-
nced by the minimalism and modernism, and con-
sequently the abstract expressionism which is the
main trend of the modem painting was formed
basing upon the plane feature and unicolor
character, and it was recognized that the custom
of the plane feature was implied into the

monochrome.

Second, the aesthetic characteristics such as the
beauty of body, beauty of simplicity, beauty of
nature, beauty of tradition, and beauty whole of
the Korean monochrome paintings in 1970s were
expressed in the modern fashion as follows.

The beauty of body can be told as the dress
which exposes the body or see-through look in
the modern fashion.

The beauty of simplicity is expressed as the
most simple and non-decorating minimalism
element at its maximum by removing the dart and
only with the silhouette.

The beauty of nature is expressed by using the
natural and convenient color of which feeling is
not strong and bases upon the simple form and
while tone while excluding the ornamental details
no by using the dart of which shape is artificially
created in the clothes.

The beauty of tradition is expressed in the
Han-bok which is the Korean traditional clothes
and the natural white material which was not
affected by the artificial dyeing or decoloration.

The beauty of whole is easily expressed in the
repeated print, partition which stresses the spatial
beauty, overall harmonized beauty.

This study is the work to project the mono-
chrome painting into the fashion, and the charac-
teristics of the monochrome painting is supposed
to be interpreted in the modern fashion, and hope
this trial could contribute in expanding the artistic
feature of the future monochrome painting and
also in developing the modern fashion.
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
