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ABSTRACT

Recently, digital and the Internet are widespread out of the world, and multimedia processing technology and the
development of information and communication technology in education using the Internet as the demand is rapidly
increasing. Also, we can easily use informations with less restrictions of time and space. however, several kinds of
audio, media to integrate multimedia data, such as the proliferation of demands for representation. Therefore, in 1998,
W3C presented an international standard, SMIL in order to solve multimedia object representation and synchronization
problems. By using SMIL, various multimedia elements can be integrated as a multimedia document with proper view
in a space and time. Using this SMIL document, we can create new internet radio broadcasting service that delivers
not noly audio data but also various text, image and video.

In this paper, with the system, teachers can easily create multimedia courseware and living broadcast their lecture
on network, students can receive audio-video information of the teacher, screen displays of the teacher's computer.
Moreover students can communicate with teacher simultaneously by text editor windows. Students can also order
courseware after class.
