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Preference and Sensibility for Velvet, Suede and Corduroy Fabrics
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate the preference and the sensibility for velvet, suede, and corduroy fabrics of
the university students. A questionnaire survey was conducted on 153 female students in the Cheongju area, Korea,
Frequency, F-test and factor analysis were used for data analysis. Female students preferred velvet and suede fabrics,
but they did not prefer corduroy fabrics. They evaluated that velvet fabrics express varied sensibility. They considered

that velvet fabrics have a more sexy and chic image than those of corduroy.
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
