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Abstract

Oak Hammock members can access
university's facilities and university provides a life-long learning experience and other programs. Oak Hammock
provides internship, volunteer and parttime job opportunities and offer advice to students as a mentor. This study is
expected to provide a implication in developing elderly housing of Korea.
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
