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ABSTRACT

This study makes an evaluation whether compliance on the web accessibility of domestic broadcasters site is
observed to some degree. The compliance rate is estimated by six guidelines provided in KWA-H 4.0
automatically assessed tool. While the compliance rate of the broadcaster web accessibility is the highest in
‘open new window’ by 80.2% among six guidelines, the item of ‘markup error prevention’ demonstrated
the lowest level by 36.2%.
