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ABSTRACT

The United States has deployed and operates a ballistic missile defense system to defend the homeland from
ballistic missile attacks launched from direct and potential threats. The Missile Defense Agency has deployed the Aegis
BMDs, Sea-based X-band radars(SBX), Ground-Based Interceptors(GBI), Early Warning Radars and THAADs. In
addition, the Homeland Defense Radar-Hawaii(HDR-H) will be deployed in Hawaii. The HDR-H is expected to improve

defensive ability to ballistic missile threats in the Asia-Pacific region.
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
