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ABSTRACT

In Korea, based on the high fertility rate before 1980, the total population has been steadily increasing, and since
the mid-1980s, the fertility rate has fallen sharply and has fallen below the level of population replacement. The cause
of low birth rate in the region is not voluntary rejection, but rather, it is necessary to find out the cause by
identifying the structural causes of the local community from various angles. We collected local Internet news and
local representative cafe data, where many mothers participate, based on the budget area with a very low fertility rate
among various areas. Factors of childbirth inhibition were analyzed by using the frequency of concurrent words that
became issues related to population decline, low birthrate, and child-rearing welfare.
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
