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Summary

31 species, 5 genera of Drosophilidac had been obtained on 11 localities of Scoul and its adjacent arca

during the period of May ~ October, 1957.

The species which distributed widcly were Drosophila (Sophophora) auraria, D. (Drosophila) angularis
D. (D.) brachynephros, D. (D.) nigromaculata, Scaptomyza disticha and D. (Sophophora) melanogaster.
The localitics where relatively many species of Drosophilidac were collected were Kwang Neung (25species,

4 genera) and Sosa (13 specics, 2 gencra)
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
