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As'we bring the old year to a close we re-
alize how many opportunities for growth and
development as a profession have come to us
in 1975. By evaluating our response to these
opportunities we are better able to set new
goals for the year to come.

The past year was one which emphasized the
rights of women and her role in the develop-
ment of society. In nursing education there has
been much discussion of the fundamental right
to health which is an integral part of the Uni-
versal Declaration of Human Rights. The Ko-
rean Nurse during the past.year reflects our
expanding concept of nursing and our role in
the development of society. New challenges
have been held out to our Association to par-
ticipate in planning and delivering health care
services for the nation. Nursing in Korea seems
to have come to a new awareness of its com-
mitment to provide quality health care for all
citizens, and a new sense of responsibility to
develop standards for this care.

The task before us this year is to gearch for
creative ways to make nursing knowledge, ex-
perience and skills available to a greater num-
ber of people. The gap between theory and
practice can only be closed through dialogue
with professionals in ‘other community de-
velopment and health related fields. Through
understanding and mutual respect for all those
working for human rights and welfare, nursing
is called to be a part of the movement toward
a more just society.
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
