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The Reference Services of a Law-library in Kozrea ‘

(Abstract)

By ‘a democratic society’ we mean, in some respect, a law
governed society. As citizens living today in such a society, we
find it difficult to turn away from the important implication of law

Various problems caused by social relation among people may be
solved by relevant information concerning law and its practice. As
a result, the general public as well as people involved in the legal
profession increasingly realize the necessity of law information as
Yhe key of problem-solving.

Jurisprudence as a discipline dealing with legal aspects of complex
social system has had a long history of growth and its professional-
ism has been firmly established including a wide range of related
jobs and personnels involved.

A law library, a kind of special library rendering many service
to the cause of jurisprudence, should provide the quantity and
variety of law information needed for us, and also should be
equipped with qualified librarians familiar with both subject-
knowledge and librarianship.

But unfortunately very few libraries which satisfy above-men-
tioned conditions are to be found in Korea. It can rather be said
that law librarianship has not yet been introduced to the country.

The purpose of this paper is to make a preliminary research as
0 the introduction of law-librarianship into Korea, by aiming at
clarifying how the reference services as a core function of law
libraries should be performed, and by surveying the actual state
of reference services of every type of law libraries in Korea.

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The research method is based on the study of the literature on
the law-library services performed by advanced countries. The
interview with some practitioners has also been made.

The contents of the services are classified by law information-
user types since it is not possible to analyze the services by
different types of law-libraries under our present circumstances.
These types of users comprise students, researchers, professors,
lawyers, lawmakers and the general public.

The law-information needs of these users should be met by a
fullscale law-libraries furnished with facilities for efficient
reference services such as proper collection, qualified law-
librarians and ade quate equipments.
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
