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‘;‘ The author studied on leeway space from oblique lateral views of skull and
measured the mesio-distal diameters of 519 crowns of deciduous dentition(deciduous
canine, lst primary molar, 2nd primary molar) and 558 crowns of permanent
dentition(permanent canine, lst premolar, 2nd premolar).

The results were as follows:

1. Leeway space was 0.8lmm in upper and 2. l4mm in lower.

2. In male, leeway space was 0.76mm in upper and 2.06mm in lower.

3. In female, leeway space was 0.86mm in upper and 2.22mm in lower.

4. Leeway space of male was 0.10mm shorter in upper and 0.16mm shorter in
lower than that of female.

5. The total mesio-distal diameters of deciduous canine, lst and 2nd primary
molar was 0.30mm longer in upper and 0.37mm longer in lower in male than
in female.

6. The total mesio-distal diameters of permanent canine, lst and 2nd premolar
was 0.20mm longer in lower in male than in female.

7. In size of mesio-distal crown diameters, deciduous canine was shorter thar,
permanéht 'canin_e,"‘ upper Ist primary molar was similar to first molar, bw
lower Ist primary molar was longer than lst premolar, and 2nd primary molar
was longer than 2nd premolar. '
