Abstract

In Korea, only a few cave spiders have so far reported, so little is known as their fauna.

2) It were recorded that the name and location of 154 caves; 121 limeston caves, 33 lava caves

which surveyed by the author.

3) A list of cave spiders made out about 100 species 60 genera belonging to 23 families. However

there are considerable number of species which have not yet been identified and waiting for

descriptions particularly in the troglobiontic species. Especially the Leptonetid, Nesticid and

Cybaeid species are very important matrials for discussing the variatoin and lineage of species

through isolation.

4) Species common to foreign countries are restricted to a few; 25 species of Japan, 2 species

of Europe. There are not exist troglobiontic species, and most of them are trogloxenous ones.
