Through the close examination of characteristics of adolescent,
social institutions and its programs, and newly added and e)ipanded
library reference services. it is founded that new role and qualifi-
cations of young adult reference librarians are prerequisite subject.

The following are the summary of new role and qualifications of
specialized young adult reference librarianship. ‘

1. Adequate training and education for the YA librarians is needed
in order to have understanding of their characteristics (physiology,
psychology, personality etc.).

2. Because of librarian’s unique exposure to human relations and
their personal awareness of other people’s need, YA librarian should
bring a person-centered managerial technique.

3. Librarianship may not have a clinical counseling function but
to provide right answer or information, the librarian become counselor
inescapably.

4. Librarians are not professionally trained to be experts on
counseling in sex education. However, librarians can play an impor-
tant role in educating YA by commiting book selection, reader's
advisory, referral services, library programming and staff develop-

ment planning.
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
