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ABSTRACT
A Study on Birth Character of Cerebral Palsied Child

In order find out birth character of cerebral palsied child, a survey with guestionnaire was
carried out with 233 mothers whose children are attending at Taegu Rehabilitation Center for
the Handicapped, Taegu Sung Bo School for the Handicapped, Taegu Bo Gun School for the
Handicapped, Rehabilitation Center of Taegu University, St. Paul Children’s House, Busan
Hae Sung School for the Disahility and Kwang Joo Un Hae School for the Handicapped, from
June to end of July, 1988.

The findings of the study were summerized as follows :

1. Of 233 children studied, boy was 146 and girl was 87.

2 . Age distribution when mother delivered cerebral palsy child studied were | 20~23 year
age group 7.3%, 24~27 year age group 45.5%, 28~31 year age group 32.2%, 32~35
year age group 12.4%, 36—~40 year age group 2.6% respectively.

3. Parity distribution of children studied were ; first 53.2%, second 24.5%, third 16.3%,
over 4th 6.0% respectively.

4 . Type of cerebral palsy studied were classified as; spastic 50.2%, athetoid 13.3%,
tremor 2.1%, rigidity 5.2%, mixed 8.6%, uncertain 20.6% respectively.

5. Period of pregnancy distribution studied were ; below 30 weeks 3.4%, 31~-34 weeks 15.
5%, 35~37 weeks 12.9%, 38—~41 weeks 62.2%, above 42 weeks 6.0% respectively.

6 . Distribution of birth weight studied were ; below 2000 gm 12.0%, 2,001~2,500 gm 18.
0%, 2,501~3,000 gm 20.2%, 3,001~3,500 gm 34.3%, above 3,500 gm 15.5%




respectively.

7 . Etiological factor distribution of prenatal studied were ; prematurity 31.8%, toxemia 9,
9%, exposure of X-ray 7.7%, co. poisoning 3.4% respectively.

8 . Etiological factor distribution of natal studied were ; low birth weight 30.0%, P.R.O.
M. 15.9%, forceps delivery 13.3%, caesarean section 1.7% respectively.

9 . Etiological factor distribution of postnatal studied were ; convulsion 47.29%, preticosis
25.8%, head trauma 11.2%, meningitis 5.6%, co. poisoning 4.7% respectively.
