It is a confident
mood of an optimistic future, discovery and of
inventively identifiable individual architecture.
The consequences of this are evident in the
emergent architecture where there are a number
of ongoing themes. The endeavour is evident

not only-in the built environment, but in the way
architecture is practised such as that arising
from the search for roles that have greater social
effectiveness with the vast Asian population.

“The Role of Architects in Asia”
For a long time architects are no fonger scattéred

individual talents seeking for their patrons. They
are now an organised group of experts who
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respond. with their professional services to the
needs of a community:Inthe past it was not
impossible for an architect tocarry outthe whole
range of works reqired for providing a built
environment; But now, the work of the profession
has become compartmentalised into deeply
specialised fields with wark scopes that are
diverce and wide. Also, the strata of clients'turned
out to be a complex mixture.

Contents of requirements to be met are too
complicated for an architect to solve alone and
technological standards:to be achived are too
high for him'to take:command.

Without collaboration with experts in other fields,
architects are powerless.in delivering their
service.

Large parts of works for which architects are
assumed to be responsible being taken away
toothers, are we going to remain as-a skillful
coordinator of ‘expertise on'top of being an
interpreter of the visual context of built
environment?

Time has come for architects themselves to
rethink on what they are expected to do-and
should do for the community:

This is the réquest of our time ! in rapid transition
dddressed not only o individual architects but also
to the profession as a whole.

The best-way to enhance architects’ role in

their community is to reexamine the social
dimension of the profession to which least
attention has been paid.

Architects and
the Community

The role of architects has changed since our
forefather’s day. There seems to be some gaps
between the profession’s self image on
architects’ role and that of public:This might
imply the unfulfilled expectation from the
community and the tnfinished commitment by -
the profession. Are ot there enouigh reéasons to
narrow the gaps?

Architects’ Response
to the Community

We may question if architects are properly
responding to the needs of the most people in the
the community. We have to spot:the location
where the profession’s service is required. By
exploring how architects are now organising their
services in response fo the rieeds of community,
the ‘structural rélation between the profession
and the' community in‘which they are working
will'be found.

Architects’ Role
in the Coming Age

The role of architects'in a community changes
according to the change inliving patterris of
people and their choice of values in society.
The change  in the life of people results in the
warking - enviroriment of architects: in-terms.of

their working tools and their relation with other
allied professions:A prospective model-for
architects’ roleiin'society in the coming
