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Abstract

The purpose of this thesis is to analyze the relation of the mentalistcis liguistics and
costume, and to clarify the relationship between language as psychological expressions
and costume to understand the phenomena of human costume behavior more deeply and

comprehensively.,
As for the analysis of the costume phenomena, Noam Chomsky's psychological
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linguistic theory were applied to costume system. In this respect, particulasly, by
means of Chomsky’s later theory(1965), the costume behavior were analyzed,

The followings are the findings of the analysis:

The costume behavior is similar to a language system. Just as one morpheme or a
phrase and phrases make different sentences, so various methods wearing costume
make different forms is costume, Language and costume have dictionary entry showing
the meaning of vocabulary, and rules combinig the individual meaning of the dictionary
entry to complete the sentence.
