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Abstract

In this critique, the mission of child/family professionals is reidentified as educators,
researchers, and practitionars. In order to more effectively assist child and family in coping
with a changing society, educators need to give serious attention to such issues as
self-formation for the individuals and human relations for the families. The missons of
researchers are shifted from quantitative to both qualitative and quantitative emphases. The
micro - and macro - intervention are seen as primary two roles for the practitioners.
Implications of these missions are discussed in terms of specific suggetions for the future
direction. Consequently, challenges and opportunities abound for child/family professionals.
