The Modern architecture, generally represented as Funct-
ionalism, had brought the important problems of the abse-
nce of cultural meanings and of the public alienation.

Robert Venturi is one of the major architects who sugges-
ted the new theory of Architecture, Postmodernism, for sol-
ving these problems.

The symbolic and cultural meanings of architec-
ture through their images. memories and associations con-
cerning historical motifs help communicate with the public.
