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Abstract

Even it’s not easy to find the cycle of the change without the qualification of the

data, but we can try to figure out a cycle of change in fashion as Kroeber used content
analysis.

As content analysis with quantitative data increases the objectivity, especially in the
case of highly complex material like as appearance, multi-directional research method:



quantitative and qualitative methods are combined in this study,

In this research, first the change in hair lengh(HL), hair width(HW), hair height
(HH) was examined to find out possible cyclic aspects of change in each elements and
the significant relationships among the hair style was probed and the cyclic aspects be-
tween hair style elements and skirt style elements were compared. The data was
analyzed by using Time series analysis and Pearson correlation coefficients.

The statistical analysis of the hair style of 20th century showed that the hair style's
elements changed independently and indicated the cyclic aspects in hair style as
Kroeber’s fashion cycle, To consider of this result, the hair style changed in a cyclic
pattern, its pattern were different from skirt style’s. And as hair style’s change was af-
fected by the social change, the hair style’s change appeared during wars and disap-
peared during a social stabilization; this result supports social change theory,
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
