The purpose of this study was to explore
the demand of rheumatoid arthritic patients
for medical facilities.

The survey using open-ended question and

outpatients of one university hospital in Seoul.

The results were as follows ; The hospital
facilities they wanted were categorized as
space for patients & their family members
(15 items), convenient facilities(14 items),
facilities for their family members &
visitors(4 items) and others(2 items).

They mostly needed as following order ;
shower room, parking place, supermaket, no
charge of TV subscription fee and rest
place. Also they especially wanted sports
facilities & recreation room.
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
