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(Abstract)

The purposes of this study were to investigate the difference of maternal parenting
stress and social support according to infant’s age, and to examine the effect of
social support and infant’s age on parenting stress. The subjects were 145 mothers
who have 2-5 olds children. The questionnaire was used as a methodological instrument
and the statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentile, mean, t-test,
Pearson’s r-coefficient, and multiple regression. Results of this study indicate that
mothers with 2-3 olds child perceived more child’s demandingness and mothers with
4-5 olds child perceived more mother’s competence. Mothers with 2-3 olds child
perceived more social support than mothers with 4-5 olds child. Husband’s support
and infant’s age were found to be important variables in predicting parenting stress.
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
