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ABSTRACT

The annual increasing rate of visitors was 3 percent in Soraksan National Park from 1990 to
1997. Seventy nine percent of total visitors in Soraksan National Park has visited Oysorak
district due to convenient access and facilities. Approximately, 6~17 percent of visitors passing
through Sorakdong ticket office at Oysorak district has climbed up Taech ongbong(peak). the

others have visited Ulsanbawi,

Pisondae and Madungnyong close at hand. Climbers from

Osekyaksu to Taech ongbong(peak) were more in autumn than in summer. Visiting paftern in
Soraksan National Park showed differences by districts, seasons and days of the week.
