Abstract

1. The domestic waste generated in Iksan city was 177 tons a day last year. 27 tons of that

were recycled daily. Due to increased awareness the recycling rate also increased.

2. It is preferred to get continuous publicity and to enforce the program steadily to activate

exchange centers and places like a flea market for reusable things, which will lead to

increase the life-span of the current designated landfill site.
3. Because burying food waste in underground will be prohibited from year 2005, the
reutilization of food waste by feeding domestic animals like ducks and making artificial

fertilizer are preferred.

4. The case of Iksan city is expected to be a model to other cities by establishing a display

room to accommodate its detail work demonstration, displaying modeled utilization items

and exchange center, incinerator, duck ranch, lawn ground, etc.
