Abstract

Mass Unemployment and Local Labour Market Policy in Germany

Young-Jin Ahn*

The aim of this paper is to explore the trend and structural features of unemployment in Germany and to
review the local and regional labour market policy against the unemployment. Unemployment has been
one of the major issues in Germany since the oil shocks of 1973-74 and 1978-80. The unemployment
rate in western Germany was low at the time of reunification in 1990 and the next consecutive two
years. Since then, the unemployment rate has sharply risen due to the restructuring of industries. In an
effort to reduce the unemployment and to search for new employment policies, the specific roles and
advantages of communal units have been appreciated. The local and/or regional labour market policies
are characterized as fellows: the corporative networking of all the agents including local administration,
education institutes, regional labour bureau, firms and interest groups; the systematic integration of the
various instruments which have been separately installed by different sectors; and the target-oriented

adjustment of labour market approaches in the local circumstances.
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
