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Abstract : The aims of this research were to suppose the basic data to the producer for more useful manufactures pro-
duction. 700 pieces of questionnaire were made and 552 pieces of questionnaire were used for this study. The results of
this research are as follows ; Many consumers feel uncomfortable to using the unfinished clothing and by the point we
could expect the shape retention finish has great possibilities. Just half percent of the people knew about the shape reten-
tion finish. So the producer have to do more advertisement for the shape retention finishing and functions. Generally the
consumers are satisfied with the shape retention finished clothing.
