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ABSTRACT

The present investigation of the relations among economic hardship, parental
child-rearing attitudes and adjustment in adolescence was carried out with 528 middle

school children and their mothers in Kyung-gi province. Questionnaires for mothers were
on economic stress, and children's questionnaires were on perceived parental attitudes as

well as their own adjustment behaviors, such as aggression, depression, and negative

self-concept. Adolescent boys perceived paternal child-rearing attitudes more rejecting and

inconsistent when the family experienced income loss. Paternal nurturing behaviors
perceived by children were also reduced under poor paternal working conditions. Change in
family life style due to economic hardship resulted in higher adolescent depression.
