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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to develop lesson plans, teaching guide, and teaching
materials applying practical reasoning teaching model in the area of human develop-
ment and family relationship’ in middle school home economics.

The practical reasoning teaching model consists of five factors: Desired results,
Awareness of context, Alternative approaches, Consequences of action, and Action.

This study based on practical reasoning has following process: Curriculum develop-
ment, Developing lesson plan. teaching material. and teaching guide, Experimental
teaching and evaluation, Feedback, Production of CD-Rom.

Teaching guide includes lesson plan, workbook, multimedia materials and teaching
resources. Especially teaching guide in CD-Rom can be used effectively in the actual
teaching.
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In the classroom, this teaching model accomplished active and interesting partic-
ipation of teachers and students. It is proposed that practical reasoning teaching model
should be applied to other areas of home economics. In addition, various teaching
materials based on practical reasoning need to be developed.
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
