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ABSTRACT

A knowledge classification is based on different types of knowledge system. which depends on
classified objects, purposes, times, regions. and scholars. The classified contents. however, do
not show any significant difference in any times or regions. though there are differences in
representation methods and in arrangement priority of representing knowledge. Knowledge or
library classification reflects the structure of a contemporary society. and is decided by social
philosophy of the time. The basic structure of knowledge system in the past was formed in the
ancient time, and since then, it has been continuously developed. In the course of this
process, the development of studies has generated other branches of studies, playing a
significant role in changing the whole system of studies. This kind of development will
continue to occur and many new branches of information will appear. resulting in taking each
category of knowledge classification.
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
