The purpose of this study was to explore the differences in perfectionism
and stresses between the scientifically gifted middle school students and
general students and the relationships between perfectionism types and stresses
in these two groups. One hundred and forty three scientifically gifted middle
school students and 148 students from K middle school in Seoul were
participated in this study as subjects. In case of the gifted group, overall
perfectionism and self-oriented perfectionism were higher than the comparative
group. However, the socially prescribed perfectionism of the comparative group
was higher than the gifted group. The gifted groups felt less stresses than the
comparative group. There were correlations between the socially prescribed
perfectionism and school life stresses in the gifted students.
