In addition, the collaboration of the
governmental policies has supported the ecotour
envircnments and active involvement of residents
that resuited the effects of the ecotourism in
New Zealand. Therefore, the ecotour industry has
been able to foster stable economic development
in long-term and provide educational opportuni-
ties for ecotourists to recap environmental
importance.
