The study
results as follows: First, satisfaction is a function of navigation, merchandise
value, shopping experience, and customer intimacy. Second, commitment is a
function of shopping experience, customer intimacy, and community. Third,
satisfaction and Commitment is significantly related to virtual shopping mall
loyalty.
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
