Deafness by Noise
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A. Hazards of Noise
Exposure to noise of high level above 85 dB(A)
for a long time may result in permanent hearing
loss and low work efficiency due to increase of
stimulation, fatigue and stress.

B. Preventive Measures for Deafness

- Install the soundproof wall at the wrkplace.

- Install the vibration isolation spring and/or
rubber vibration isolator.

-install the absorbing media to prevent sound
transmission.

- Limit the time of exposure to noise.

- Use suitable ear plug or ear muff.

- Carry out regular hearing test.

C. Cautions in Working

Use of ear plug or ear muff may protect the
hearing effectively, but the worker may not be able
to hear the alarm of machine or instruction of co-
worker necessary for work. It is required to make
the hand signals as a measure of communication.
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
