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Studies on Therapeutic range, Symptom, Pathology, and composition

There are total 33 prescriptions containing Polygala tenuifolia as a principal medicine in
Donguibogam. This report describes the studies on therapeutic range, symptom, pathology and
composition of 33 Polygala tenuifolia-main blended Prescriptions from Donguibogam

The percentage of Polygala tenuifolia-main blended prescriptions for the therapeutic range

are as follows :

psychopathy is the most frequent(54.4%) and eczema, purulent inflammation
is second(21%) and feebleness is third(15%).

The main pathologies of Polygala tenuifolia-main blended prescriptions are associated with

heart, kidney and stomach.

The main combinations of Polygala tenuifolia-main blended prescriptions in psychopathy are

Jeongji-hwan and Chongmyung-tang.
