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Abstract : There may be some cases in which underwriters refuse to pav claims to the assured in case of his want of due diligence ana
actually, a lot of cases which an assured could not have been covered, existed through the history of marine hiil insurance claims.
Statistically, looking back the past marine accident cases in korea, the most parts of the accident are man-made disasters caused by want
o due diligence. So, this study will focuss on this kind of marine losses and insurance clauses and other relevant rules containing due
diligence such as due diligence of the assured in inchmaree clause, ITC-Hulls(1983), and due diligence of carrier in Hague~Visby Rule
and so on. This study also shows what the disadvantages to marine enterprisers are, caused by want of due diligence and the advantages
o doing due diligence are.

In conclusion, this study contends that marine enterprisers should perform due diligence in doing their business for both financial
stability and good management of their companies.
