1. Medical treatment with acupunctures of Flank pain belonged to the Urinary Bladder Meridian of
Foot Taiyang, the Liver Meridian of Foot Jueyin, the Gall Bladder Meridian of Foot Shaoyang.

2. Medical treatment with acupunctures of Flank pain used to Yang-laung-chan(MBE¥), Gi-gu(
%), Gi-mun(#F?, Kan-su(BF&) in turn.

3. Medical treatment with Ear acupunctures of Flank pain used to Dam(M), Sin-mun(iF9), Gan
(F)in turn.

4, Acupuncture point of Flank pain were lower limb part, chest and abdominal part, back part in
turn,

5. Medical treatment with Moxibustion of Flank pain was the most Jang~mun(Z&P%)
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
