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A Study on the Theories of Ideal Community by the Utopians in 19th Century
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Abstract

This study aims to investigate the thoughts of the utopians for the ideal community in 19th
century. Around late 18th century, the ideal community proposals by the utopians were coming out
as an alternative to reform the social and economical structure. The experimental community
proposals which suggested by the utopian socialists such as Robert Owen and Charles Fourier took
their emphasis on the social reform to improve the environment of work in terms of social and
economical organization. While the thoughts of ideal community showing up in the literature by
utopians were based on the state socialism that accompanied by the ultimate corrective system of
production and distribution and the unified social system, the physical organization was described in
more detail without a restriction in contrast to the real proposals for the ideal community. Based
on the experimental community and the ideal community in the literature in 19th century, the
urban model of late 19th century were proposed as a real community model. With the optimistic
belief to the technological development resulted from the Industrial Revolution, the urban models of
utopia placed greater emphasis on the physical organization than the previous ideal communities in
19th century and had much influence on the modern urban planning in 20th century.
