The Effects of Child’s Perceived Marriage Conflict, Mother’s Parenting and
Child’s Behavior Problems on Child Abuse

Abstract

This study examined the effects of perceived marriage conflict, mother’s parenting and child’s behavior problems on the child
abuse. The sample consisted of 428 fifth and sixth grade children. Statistical methods used for data analysis were Cronbach’s
alpha, factor analysis, Pearson’s correlation, multiple regression and path analysis. Several major results found from the analysis
were as follows. First, the more the child perceived the parent’s marriage conflict, the mother’s parenting was controlling and the
child’s behavior was externalized, the more the child was subjected to the physical and verbal abuses. The mother’s controlling
parenting behavior had a first direct influence on the physical abuse, and the marriage conflict on the verbal abuse. Second, the
marriage conflict had direct and indirect positive effects on the physical and verbal abuses through the mother’s affective and
controlling parenting and the child's externalizing behavior problems. Third, the mother's controlling parenting had direct and
indirect positive effects on the physical and verbal abuses through the child’s externalizing behavior problems and. And mother’s
affective parenting had a direct negative effect on the physical and verbal abuses. Fourth, child's externalizing behavior problems
had a direct positive effect on the physical and verbal abuse. Fifth, child’s sex had an indirect effect on the physical and verbal
abuses through mother’s affective and controlling parenting . That is, boys were more exposed to the physical and verbal abuses,
because mothers more controlled and less affected boys than girls.
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
